In our congregation we follow the historic Lutheran practice of closed    

communion.  This is nothing new, nor a novel innovation of the Lutheran 

Church-Missouri Synod.  Rather, for many centuries, this was the universal 

practice of all of Christendom, and to this day, is still practiced by the      

majority of the Christian Church. 

We observe closed communion because the Lord’s Supper is a public       

profession of our unity of faith.  (1 Corinthians 10:16-17)  

We believe Christ’s body and blood are truly present in the bread and the 

wine for forgiveness of our sins.  (1 Corinthians 11:23-25) 

We observe closed communion to protect people in body and soul from  

taking the Lord’s Supper to their judgment and harm.                                           

(1 Corinthians 11:27-32) 

Our practice is prompted by our love, care, and concern for all people.  If 

you are not a communicant member of a congregation of the Lutheran 

Church-Missouri Synod, please do not commune today.

Table soon.  We sincerely invite you to visit with Pastors Poppe or Moline 

about the joys of Holy Communion.  They will offer you instruction about 

our Lutheran faith and this sacrament of the Lord’s Supper, so you will be 

ready to stand with us and partake of this wonderful meal.

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Old Testament: 
Exodus 40:17–21, 34–38 
17In the first month in the second 
year, on the first day of the month, the 
tabernacle was erected. 18Moses 
erected the tabernacle. He laid its 
bases, and set up its frames, and put 
in its poles, and raised up its pillars. 
19And he spread the tent over the tab-
ernacle and put the covering of the 
tent over it, as the Lord had com-
manded Moses. 20He took the testi-
mony and put it into the ark, and put 
the poles on the ark and set the mer-
cy seat above on the ark. 21And he 
brought the ark into the tabernacle 
and set up the veil of the screen, and 
screened the ark of the testimony, as 
the Lord had commanded Moses. . . 
.34Then the cloud covered the tent of 
meeting, and the glory of the Lord 
filled the tabernacle. 35And Moses 
was not able to enter the tent of meet-
ing because the cloud settled on it, 
and the glory of the Lord filled the 
tabernacle.

Epistle: Titus 3:4–7 
4But when the goodness and loving 
kindness of God our Savior appeared, 
5he saved us, not because of works 
done by us in righteousness, but ac-
cording to his own mercy, by the 
washing of regeneration and renewal 
of the Holy Spirit, 6whom he poured 
out on us richly through Jesus Christ 
our Savior, 7so that being justified by 
his grace we might become heirs ac-
cording to the hope of eternal life. 

 
Holy Gospel: John 1:1–14(15-18)  
1In the beginning was the Word, and 
the Word was with God, and the 
Word was God. 2He was in the begin-
ning with God. 3All things were made 
through him, and without him was not 
any thing made that was made. 4In 
him was life, and the life was the light 
of men. 5The light shines in the dark-
ness, and the darkness has not over-
come it. 6There was a man sent from 
God, whose name was John. 7He 
came as a witness, to bear witness 
about the light, that all might believe 
through him. 8He was not the light, 
but came to bear witness about the 
light. 9The true light, which enlightens 
everyone, was coming into the world. 
10He was in the world, and the world 
was made through him, yet the world 
did not know him. 11He came to his 
own, and his own people did not re-
ceive him. 12But to all who did receive 
him, who believed in his name, he 
gave the right to become children of 
God, 13who were born, not of blood 
nor of the will of the flesh nor of the 
will of man, but of God. 14And the 
Word became flesh and dwelt among 
us, and we have seen his glory, glory 
as of the only Son from the Father, 
full of grace and truth. 15 (John bore 
witness about him, and cried out, 
“This was he of whom I said, ‘He who 
comes after me ranks before me, be-
cause he was before me.’”) 16 For 
from his fullness we have all received, 
grace upon grace. 17 For the law was 
given through Moses; grace and truth 
came through Jesus Christ. 18 No one 
has ever seen God; the only God, 
who is at the Father's side, he has 
made him known.
