Vespers

Vespers (LW, pp. 224-35), meaning “evening” (from the Latin ves-
pera), was originally known as lucernarium, as candles or lamps
were lit in the course of its liturgy. Vespers was originally part of
the night office, but by the time of Saint Benedict, it was trans-
ferred to the early evening or late afternoon. In structure, Vespers
is very similar to Matins as both services provide for the praise of
God in psalmody, hymns, and canticles, the opportunity for the
reading and proclamation of God’s Word, and space for the pray-
ers of the faithful.

“As human beings learn to talk by listening to
others around them, so liturgical prayer must

be learned by listening to the “Our Father,” to the
Word addressed to us, and to the company of the
family of God among whom we live. Where that
lively and life-giving Word is received in the heart
of faith, the prayer that is “conversation with God”
happens.”— Dr. Ken Korby

Holy Gospel: John 13:16-38

"®Truly, truly, | say to you, a servant is not
greater than his master, nor is a messen-
ger greater than the one who sent him. "I
you know these things, blessed are you if
you do them. "I am not speaking of all of
you; | know whom | have chosen. But the
Scripture will be fulfilled, ‘He who ate my
bread has lifted his heel against me.” '*l am
telling you this now, before it takes place,
that when it does take place you may be-
lieve that | am he. ®Truly, truly, | say to
you, whoever receives the one | send re-
ceives me, and whoever receives me re-
ceives the one who sent me.” ?'After say-
ing these things, Jesus was troubled in his
spirit, and testified, “Truly, truly, | say to
you, one of you will betray me.” ““The disci-
ples looked at one another, uncertain of
whom he spoke. ?One of his disciples,

whom Jesus loved, was reclining at table
close to Jesus, %*so Simon Peter motioned
to him to ask Jesus of whom he was
speaking. *°So that disciple, leaning back
against Jesus, said to him, “Lord, who is
it?” %Jesus answered, “It is he to whom |
will give this morsel of bread when | have
dipped it.” So when he had dipped the mor-
sel, he gave it to Judas, the son of Simon
Iscariot. ' Then after he had taken the mor-
sel, Satan entered into him. Jesus said to
him, “What you are going to do, do quick-
ly.” “®Now no one at the table knew why he
said this to him. >*Some thought that, be-
cause Judas had the moneybag, Jesus
was telling him, “Buy what we need for the
feast,” or that he should give something to
the poor. *°So, after receiving the morsel of
bread, he immediately went out. And it was
night. *'When he had gone out, Jesus said,
“Now is the Son of Man glorified, and God
is glorified in him. *If God is glorified in
him, God will also glorifsy him in himself,
and glorify him at once. *’Little children, yet
a little while | am with you. You will seek
me, and just as | said to the Jews, so now |
also say to you, ‘Where | am going you
cannot come.” **A new commandment |
give to you, that you love one another: just
as | have loved you, you also are to love
one another. *By this all people will know
that you are my disciples, if you have love
for one another.” **Simon Peter said to
him, “Lord, where are you going?” Jesus
answered him, “Where | am going you can-
not follow me now, but you will follow after-
ward.” ¥Peter said to him, “Lord, why can |
not follow you now? | will lay down my life
for you.” ®Jesus answered, “Will you lay
down your life for me? Truly, truly, | say to
you, the rooster will not crow till you have
denied me three times.
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
