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Communion Statement:

In our congregation we follow the historic Lutheran practice of closed
communion. This is nothing new, nor a novel innovation of the Lutheran
Church-Missouri Synod. Rather, for many centuries, this was the universal
practice of all of Christendom, and to this day, is still practiced by the
majority of the Christian Church.

We observe closed communion because the Lord’s Supper is a public
profession of our unity of faith. (1 Corinthians 10:16-17)

We believe Christ’s body and blood are truly present in the bread and the
wine for forgiveness of our sins. (1 Corinthians 11:23-25)

We observe closed communion to protect people in body and soul from
taking the Lord’s Supper to their judgment and harm.
(1 Corinthians 11:27-32)

Our practice is prompted by our love, care, and concern for all people. If
you are not a communicant member of a congregation of the Lutheran
Church-Missouri Synod, please do not commune today.

However, please know that we look forward to having you at the Lord’s
Table soon. We sincerely invite you to visit with Pastors Moline or Good-
road about the joys of Holy Communion. They will offer you instruction
about our Lutheran faith and this sacrament of the Lord’s Supper, so you
will be ready to stand with us and partake of this wonderful meal. . If you
are not yet prepared to receive communion, please come forward
and cross your arms over your chest and the pastor will give you
a baptismal blessing.

Old Testament: Isaiah 29:17-24
s it not yet a very little while until
Lebanon shall be turned into a fruit-
ful field, and the fruitful field shall be
regarded as a forest? '®In that day
the deaf shall hear the words of a
book, and out of their gloom and
darkness the eyes of the blind shall
see. The meek shall obtain fresh
joy in the LoRD, and the poor
among mankind shall exult in the

Epistle: 2 Corinthians 3:4-11
“Such is the confidence that we
have through Christ toward

God. °Not that we are sufficient in
ourselves to claim anything as com-
ing from us, but our sufficiency is
from God, ®who has made us com-
petent to be ministers of a new cov-
enant, not of the letter but of the
Spirit. For the letter Kills, but the
Spirit gives life.

"Now if the ministry of death, carved
in letters on stone, came with such

glory that the lIsraelites could not
gaze at Moses’ face because of its
glory, which was being brought to
an end, ®will not the ministry of the
Spirit have even more glory? °For if
there was glory in the ministry of
condemnation, the ministry of right-
eousness must far exceed it in glo-
ry. °Indeed, in this case, what once
had glory has come to have no glo-
ry at all, because of the glory that
surpasses it. ''For if what was being
brought to an end came with glory,
much more will what is permanent
have glory.

Holy Gospel: Mark 7:31-37
*[Jesus] returned from the region of
Tyre and went through Sidon to the
Sea of Galilee, in the region of the
Decapolis. **And they brought to
him a man who was deaf and had a
speech impediment, and they
begged him to lay his hand on him.
¥And taking him aside from the
crowd privately, he put his fingers
into his ears, and after spitting
touched his tongue. *And looking
up to heaven, he sighed and said to
him, “Ephg)hatha,” that is, “Be
opened.” *°And his ears were
opened, his tongue was released,
and he spoke plainly. **And Jesus
charged them to tell no one. But the
more he charged them, the more
zealously they proclaimed it. *’And
they were astonished beyond meas-
ure, saying, “He has done all things
well. He even makes the deaf hear
and the mute speak.”
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
