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Communion Statement:

In our congregation we follow the historic Lutheran practice of closed
communion. This is nothing new, nor a novel innovation of the Lutheran
Church-Missouri Synod. Rather, for many centuries, this was the universal
practice of all of Christendom, and to this day, is still practiced by the
majority of the Christian Church.

We observe closed communion because the Lord’s Supper is a public
profession of our unity of faith. (1 Corinthians 10:16-17)

We believe Christ’s body and blood are truly present in the bread and the
wine for forgiveness of our sins. (1 Corinthians 11:23-25)

We observe closed communion to protect people in body and soul from
taking the Lord’s Supper to their judgment and harm.
(1 Corinthians 11:27-32)

Our practice is prompted by our love, care, and concern for all people. If
you are not a communicant member of a congregation of the Lutheran
Church-Missouri Synod, please do not commune today.

However, please know that we look forward to having you at the Lord’s
Table soon. We sincerely invite you to visit with Pastors Moline or Good-
road about the joys of Holy Communion. They will offer you instruction
about our Lutheran faith and this sacrament of the Lord’s Supper, so you
will be ready to stand with us and partake of this wonderful meal. . If you
are not yet prepared to receive communion, please come forward
and cross your arms over your chest and the pastor will give you
a baptismal blessing.

Holy Gospel: Luke 14:1-11

ing, “Is it lawful to heal on the Sab-
bath, or not?” “But they remained
silent.

°And he said to them, “Which of
you, having a son or an ox that
has fallen into a well on a Sabbath
day, will not immediately pull him
out?” ®And they could not reply to
these things. ‘Now he told a para-
ble to those who were invited,
when he noticed how they chose
the places of honor, saying to
them, ®When you are invited by
someone to a wedding feast, do
not sit down in a place of honor,
lest someone more distinguished
than you be invited by him, °and
he who invited you both will come
and say to you, ‘Give your place to
this person,” and then you will
begin with shame to take the low-
est place. "°But when you are in-
vited, go and sit in the lowest
place, so that when your host
comes he may say to you, ‘Friend,
move up higher.” Then you will be
honored in the presence of all who
sit at table with you. ""For every-
one who exalts himself will be
humbled, and he who humbles
himself will be exalted.”
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
