Communion Statement: 

In our congregation we follow the historic Lutheran practice of closed    

communion.  This is nothing new, nor a novel innovation of the Lutheran 

Church-Missouri Synod.  Rather, for many centuries, this was the universal 

practice of all of Christendom, and to this day, is still practiced by the      

majority of the Christian Church. 

We observe closed communion because the Lord’s Supper is a public       

profession of our unity of faith.  (1 Corinthians 10:16-17)  

We believe Christ’s body and blood are truly present in the bread and the 

wine for forgiveness of our sins.  (1 Corinthians 11:23-25) 

We observe closed communion to protect people in body and soul from  

taking the Lord’s Supper to their judgment and harm.                                           

(1 Corinthians 11:27-32) 

Our practice is prompted by our love, care, and concern for all people.  If 

you are not a communicant member of a congregation of the Lutheran 

Church-Missouri Synod, please do not commune today. 

 

However, please know that we look forward to having you at the Lord’s   

Table soon.  We sincerely invite you to visit with Pastors Moline or Good– 

road about the joys of Holy Communion.  They will offer you instruction 

about our Lutheran faith and this sacrament of the Lord’s Supper, so you 

will be ready to stand with us and partake of this wonderful meal.

Holy Gospel: Matthew 22:15-22 
15Then the Pharisees went and plot-
ted how to entangle [Jesus] in his 
talk. 16And they sent their disciples 
to him, along with the Herodians, 
saying, “Teacher, we know that you 
are true and teach the way of God 
truthfully, and you do not care about 
anyone’s opinion, for you are not 
swayed by appearances. 17Tell us, 
then, what you think. Is it lawful to 
pay taxes to Caesar, or not?” 18But 
Jesus, aware of their malice, said, 
“Why put me to the test, you hypo-
crites?

Show me the coin for the 

tax.” And they brought him a denari-
us. 20And Jesus said to them, 
“Whose likeness and inscription is 
this?” 21They said, “Caesar’s.” Then 
he said to them, “Therefore render 
to Caesar the things that are 
Caesar’s, and to God the things that 
are God’s.”
